
Remember the Drone Code

You are legally responsible for the conduct of your flights

within 
50m of 
people, 
vehicles 
or structures.

Fly Safe. Fly Legal.

You could be prosecuted if you don’t.
Use common sense and fly safely. 
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Drones fitted with cameras must not be flown:

Over or within 150m 
of congested areas or 
large outdoor gatherings 
such as beaches, concerts 
and sports events.
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Make sure you can see your drone 
at all times and can avoid collisions.
Do not fly your drone in any way that 
could endanger people or property.

Don’t fly higher than 400 feet (122m) 
or within 2 nautical miles of the airport 
without the permission of Air Traffic 
Control. Flying without permission in 
some Guernsey Harbours controlled 
areas is prohibited.
